But, I’ll be glad to forward any of the emails below IN ATTACHMENT TYPE FORM, which is much more difficult to edit and fabricate.  I’m quite sure that mikie dear mr. logic boy will not offer the same thing, as then again he will be absolutely proven as a liar.

The point of this all?  Well, mikie dear mr. logic boy made a mistake.  No big deal in itself, but he tried to cover it with a lie, which I exposed with his own posts.  And then he lied again, and then in desperation, he attempted to change one of his emails to cover his lies.  He says I’m bugging him because I won’t let him get away with it.  Too bad, he could be a man and admit it, but since he brought it up to do this (post emails), I feel I must.

These are the six emails between us in chronological order.  They are complete (including threaded emails if present) and unedited. But wait, what’s this post from logic boy, in the same thread on May 27, 2004 (it was post #63 as of July 1, 2004), time stamped on the internet as 2004-05-27, 17:48:47 PST?
